Committee Activities and Updates
· The Aerospace Steering Committee continues to meet bi-monthly in an effort to drive implementation of its initiatives.
· On December 3, 2009, the Hagerstown Regional Airport hosted a Familiarization Tour to an audience of about 30 individuals. Among the guests were representatives from four training providers interested in launching the Aviation Maintenance Technician (AMT) course in the area.  The course would provide a steady pipeline of FAA certified maintenance technicians to three federal contractors at the airport; namely, Augusta Westland, Inc., Northrop Grumman Corporation, and Sierra Nevada Corporation.  The Aerospace Industry Initiative has been working steadily on this project since 2006.  The next step will be to receive letters/proposals of intent from the training providers. Start-up funding is still being sought to launch the Aviation Maintenance Technician course.
Outcomes and/or Next Steps
· Updates to the Aerospace website will occur during the first quarter of 2010.  Lack of available resources has delayed this action.  
· The Pipeline Development committee determined that there are sufficient sources in Maryland that are at different stages of completing a STEM and internship catalogue to include in their websites.  Given those actions, the committee also determined that it would be more feasible to out link to those websites and thus accomplish the same intentions of the summit goal.  The committee has already been in talks with MHEC who plans to launch their catalogue during the Spring of 2010. 
Workforce Challenges
Pipeline Development

· Grow more STEM educators who have an understanding and knowledge of the aerospace industry.
· Improve STEM literacy outcomes for students through reinvigorated curriculum and instruction.

· Create STEM experiential learning opportunities (i.e., internships) for students and educators.
Workforce Development:  Recruitment and Training
· Information - Create a portal that houses all types of aerospace information, and that serves as catalyst for driving messages to industry, education, and other audiences.  This will be a central repository of events, opportunities for internships, scholarships, teacher information and much more. 
· Education – Capture and unify knowledge transfer such as tuition, scholarships, and grant programs so that it becomes a central repository of information for industry, academia, and government that could be accessible throughout the state.
Industry Collaboration
· Create a Maryland Aerospace Association as the single, strong voice to advance common positions of the industry.
· Organize the representatives from the various aerospace sectors to work together to solve industry problems/issues and advocate further actions that must be taken by political officials.

· Educate and increase the pool of potential candidates that are eligible for security clearances.
· Target those students entering hard science/engineering higher education programs, and those students graduating from science/engineering programs and incumbent workers in other states.
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
