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GWIB Adult Learning Oversight Committee Report
June 2010

A meeting was held on April 27, 2010 in the GWIB Conference Room in the DLLR building at 1100 N. Eutaw St., Baltimore, MD 21201.  This meeting was the most productive and well attends of all the previous meetings.  Updates were provided by Andy Moser, Assistant Secretary of the Division of Workforce Development and Adult Learning, Jeff Beeson, Alice Wirth, and Patricia Tyler Deputy Assistant Secretaries with specific information on both correctional and adult education.  After much discussion and detailed questions regarding process and outcomes for the current year as compared to the previous year, and the continuous review of performance measures resulting from StateSTAT, the committee members generally felt that appropriate monitoring was in place and that the transition, though not without challenges, is reaching a successful end.  There were also assurances (with examples) of innovations that are being implemented or planned to ensure improvements to both correctional and adult education programs.  

Detailed notes from April 27, 2010 meeting:

Jeff Beeson, formerly with the Department of Public Safety and Correctional Services was introduced.  Jeff was recently appointed Deputy Assistant Secretary for Adult and Correctional Education in the Division of Workforce Development and Adult Learning.
Correctional Education:  Report by Assistant Secretary for the Division of Workforce Development and Adult Learning, Andy Moser and Deputy Assistant Secretary for Correctional Education, Alice Wirth.
· Data on comparing program completions in academic, occupational and transitional services for FY09 and FY10 was provided and explained
· Labor market information is informing decisions on occupational training in the future

· Efforts to improve the transition from incarceration to release to referral to OneStops
· There will be increased capacity for Offender Workforce Development Specialist training by sending central office staff to become certified trainers

· As a result of an agreement with Annie Casey foundation funding provided strategic planning for correctional education
· In coordination with DPSCS, there is exploration on an appropriate front end assessment (upon entry) and the development and piloting of an individual case plan

· Work is in progress to identify members and hold the Educational Coordinating Council for Correctional Institutions and expected to be completed by the next (and last) meeting of the GWIB Adult Learning Transition Committee (to be scheduled for July)
Adult Education:  Report by Assistant Secretary for the Division of Workforce Development and Adult Learning, Andy Moser and Deputy Assistant Secretary of Adult Education, Patricia Tyler

· Administration of the Adult Ed programs is primarily a large grants program

· RFP for adult ed programs for FY 2010 has been issues – a copy was provided to members
· Current program year grants are in place and programs are underway and there were no interruptions in services.
· In 2010 there are 32 instructional grants (in 2009 there were 32)

· 2009 enrollments  increase by 10% and a similar increase is expected for 2010

· There also has been signs of increase collaboration with the OVAE and DOL

· StateStat:  A summary document of DLLR’s StateSTAT on Adult Education was provided. Data uses the existing Literacy Works Information System.
· Work is in progress to identify membership and hold the State Advisory Committee (STAC) and expected to be completed by the next (and last) meeting of the GWIB Adult Learning Transition Committee (to be scheduled for July)

GED Testing:
· Operations:  6 full time office staff; 1 full-time vacancy

· 21 Chief Examiners, 53 Examiners

· 18 Public Centers and various private centers including state correctional facilities, local detention centers, and Job Corps

· Current days to test results: 32

· State STAT template includes monthly GED Testing data
