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Committee Activities and Updates
The GWIB CyberSecurity Industry Initiative Steering Committee held its second meeting on March 15, 2011, from 1:00 to 4:00 p.m., at the Anne Arundel Community College, Arundel Mills Campus. The meeting was attended by approximately 31 industry, government and education leaders.  
The Committee continued its discussion concerning the workforce challenges and skills needed to prepare a pipeline of workers that will meet the demands of the industry. Committee members divided into two groups, the first of which discussed “supply,” or the availability of a qualified workforce to support the industry demand. The second group discussed “demand” and the skills needed CyberSecurity employers. They then reconvened to present their findings.

The third meeting of the Steering Committee was held on June 15, 2011, from 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm at Adventist Health Care Conference Center in Rockville.  Approximately 22 members from industry, government and education attended.  Dean Kendall, Associate Director for Workforce Development/Education Analyst for the Maryland Higher Education Commission, presented a gap analysis illustrating graduation rates versus the actual industry demand.  A panel of education experts representing the K-12 system, the community college and four-year institutions discussed the programs their institutions have in place in order to educate the next generation of CyberSecurity employees.

· The group will initiate the cataloging of cybersecurity activities and information in Maryland.
