LOCAL ONE-STOP CENTER RECERTIFICATION AMMENDED FINAL 


BACKGROUND

On December 12, 2007, the GWIB voted to only approve Prince George’s County’s One-Stop Centers for a provisional recertification.  The provisional recertification was based upon Prince George’s history of questionable operational practices discovered by DLLR/DWD and Prince George’s officials in 2005. This provisional status was to be reviewed again in six months after a continued period of satisfactory performance.  

Subsequent to the December 12th meeting, GWIB received a letter from Prince George’s officials appealing their provisional status, and requesting that GWIB restore full one stop certification at the earliest opportunity.  Prince George’s officials argued that the PGWIB and the Prince George’s Economic Development Corporation have worked aggressively and successfully over the past two years, in partnership with DLLR, to address and change these previously questioned fiscal and program practices. 
The GWIB Executive Committee reviewed Prince George’s request at the January 14th meeting.  Based upon the constructive actions taken by Prince George’s officials,  recent positive program and fiscal reports from DLLR, and the reported progress in the Prince George’s workforce system to date, the GWIB Executive Committee has agreed to reconsider Prince George’s One-Stop provisional status at the full GWIB Board meeting in March.

The GWIB Executive Committee recommends that the Prince George’s County full service One Stop workforce centers be approved for one stop recertification effective March 12, 2008 until June 30, 2009, provided a satisfactory level of program and fiscal performance continues.
